2011 LMLL PLAYOFF REGULATIONS


The pitching rules governing the playoffs are as follows:

1)
The following special rest rules apply leading into the first playoff game (regular rest rules apply to all regular season games):
· >60 pitches thrown in regular season games in final week requires two (2) calendar days rest to pitch in first playoff game

· 21-60 pitches requires one (1) calendar days rest

· 20 or fewer pitches requires no rest

Plan your final game(s) accordingly!!

2)
No player may pitch more than their normal maximum (50, 75 or 85) in any single playoff game, subject to normal "last batter" rule:
· Players aged 8 maximum of 50 pitches

· Players aged 9-10, and any 11 year olds in the Blue division, maximum of 75 pitches

· Players aged 11-12 in Majors, maximum of 85 pitches


Pitches over the limit during "last batter" still apply for all other pitch count rules

3) 
Players are limited to their maximum (75 or 85) pitches across any two consecutive playoff games, subject to normal "last batter" rule

Note that 8 year olds can pitch a maximum of 75 pitches in any two consecutive games

4)
If a player of any age pitches more than 40 pitches in any game he must have at least one full day's rest before his next outing

As in the regular season, if a player pitches more than 40 pitches in a game, he may not play Catcher in that game, and if a player plays Catcher in any 4 innings, he may not pitch after

5)
Every pitcher is limited to a cumulative maximum over the entire playoffs:

· Majors division: 
180 pitches

· Blue division: 
200 pitches 

· Green division: 
130 pitches 


These maximums may be exceeded only to finish the current batter
Green teams receiving a first round “bye” will be treated as though each of their players pitched 25 pitches in the first round, i.e. for purposes of their second round “two consecutive game” limit (so they will each have a limit of 50 pitches in that game) and for purposes of the cumulative max limit (which will therefore effectively be 105 pitches across the remaining three games)
For 8th and 9th seeded teams in a "play-in" game, each pitcher can throw up to 40 pitches without it counting against his/her playoffs maximum.  Any pitches over 40 in the play-in game will count against that pitcher's playoffs maximum, and ALL pitches thrown in the play-in game still count for rest requirement and two-consecutive-game limit


Violation of these playoff pitching rules can result in forfeit -- please read and heed

Other Information

· Report remaining game results immediately via phone/e-mail to commissioners so we can finalize seedings ASAP

· You will receive two new game balls - use one ball per game, losing team gives their other ball to winning team

· All games played to full 6-inning (or more) win – no time limits.  Games suspended before 6 innings due to weather or darkness will be resumed and played to a full 6 inning conclusion.

· You must have your opposing coach sign your score book verifying pitchers and pitches thrown in each game

· Winning coaches must report pitches thrown for each pitcher and score to their commissioner same day via e-mail 

· Scores must also still be reported via the standard method on the web, by the winning coach, same day

· GREEN DIVISION: 9-batter limit only applies in the first 5 innings, and is eliminated entirely in the AL/NL Championship and Division Championship rounds
